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Japan— arrive comudentall;%th the dollar-yen crisis which from Hong Kon we Were taken straight™o ths alrbo\ lounge and ol

was, to say the least, unfortunate, since the Keidanren
(Confederation of Economic Organisations), through whom our
scholarships would be administered, was almost entirely absent in
Washington. We were unable to get the scholarships guaranteed
during our visit. However, all has gone well since and our first
Japanese scholarship entry will arrive in September.

Hong Kong—Sir Kenneth Plng fan Fung and his committee intend
to provide scholarships for six Chinese, three boys and three girls,
to enter the Atlantic College next September. The Department of
Education will circulate schools and sift applications for selection
by the committee. This was a very encouraging stay culminating
in a visit to the race course where, with the guidance of the
Director of Education, | lost some money !

New Zealand—The young in New Zealand, as in Australia, are
very positive over the need to widen their horizons. Their attitude
was in marked contrast to two of their fathers we met in a road-
side pub in the South Island. | asked them if they had ever been
outside New Zealand, to which they replied, ‘No, why ?" | then
asked these two very fine men whether they had been outside the
South Island, to which they replied, ‘No, why ?" So | just ordered a
few more pints and we talked about their unbelievably beautiful
country. What a wonderful place for a U.W.C. if the air fares
continue to come down !

We have been able to interest people in each of Wellington,
Auckland and Dunedin but they have yet to gell and form a
committee. This must be the preliminary to fund raising for scholar-
ships and we can hope fora 1973 entry. The young New Zealanders
were especially interested in the Pacific College.

Australia—The Australian National Committee is now well set up
with representatives from all States under the chairmanship of

Mr. Blake Pelly in Sydney. A meeting was held shortly after our
arrival. On our actual first arrival in Sydney after a nine hour flight
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had to give TeIev:snon Radio, and Press interviews straight away.

We were asked by the Committee also to visit Canberra, Brisbane, ,@’
Melbourne, Hobart, Adelaide and Perth; since education in
Australia is controlled by each State separately. There are very
marked differences especially at the upper end of school education.

We visited schools nearly everywhere and there is no doubt at %
all about the enthusiasm of young Australians to become involved ©
We asked everywhere which school they would choose, as
between Britain, Canada and Singapore, and were glad to note
there were plenty of volunteers for any of them.

Because of the different timing of the school year, Australians
would have to take an extra year of school before University entry.
This will create many opportunities for overseas experience which £
| need not go into here. The extra year was welcomed by
Vice-Chancellors of Universities in each State.
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Indonesia—This country of islands stretching over three thousand '
miles from end to end remains to me the most exciting S.E. Asian [}
country of all, even though we did not have the time to go far from 4
Djakarta. The 110 millions, all now speaking (at school age)

the same language (not significantly different to that of Malaysm),r
have underdeveloped natural resources exceeding those possessed C\
by Japan. We were deeply impressed by the urge of Indonesians ./
to progress and by determination to see that, as they progress, the /
richness of life will not be measured in the same material terms
as in the U.S.A. and most of Europe.

At present and for some years to come it will not be realistic to V) «
invite Indonesians to provide scholarships to a U.W.C. from their
Government funds. We, therefore, visited the heads of a number
of foreign companies operating in Indonesia to ask them to
consider giving the first scholarships. Two have already agreed
to do so.

We were enabled through the assistance of the Indonesian -
Ambassador to the U.K. and by the British, German and Malaysmn?
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Ambassadors to Indonesia to extend our discussions with
Indonesians; the Indonesian committee may be near formation.
General, if cautious, approval was given to the idea of a third
residential site for the S.E. Asia school being established on
Kerimum, the Indonesian island near Singapore. This for practical
and financial reasons must wait successful developmentsin Johore.

The Pacific Islands—Before leaving the U.K. | had correspondence
with the Director of Education in Suva and held discussions with
the Fijian High Commissioner in London.

The Fijians, and no doubt many other Pacific Islanders, would
be pleased if scholarships could be provided for some of their
boys and girls to go to a U.W.C.

This desire seems to be a straight-forward matter for the rich
countries’ foreign aid. At present only the Germans have provision
for such assistance. Action to promote such assistance is desirable
in Japan, Australia, New Zealand, as well as in the U.K.

Thailand—Bangkok is much cooler in the winter, if that is what
you would call it when the winter daily temperature is around
27°C. However, ‘winter’ made our second visit much more
pleasant than in March. Furthermore, as is always the case, one
connection had led to another and we were able to meet many
more Thai’s. We also visited a straight-forward, down to earth,
State co-educational comprehensive school with a lady head-
master, a very impressive place at which we were delighted to
find a girl from Oxfordshire doing a year’s V.S.0. teaching English
before entering University. She was as happy as seems almost
universal in this smiling country.

We were very well received in the Ministry of Education whose
representatives would be well placed to see Thai participation.
We agreed that, as in Indonesia, it would be wise to select
scholarship entries a year ahead of entry so thatthey could be given
special English language teaching.

The preliminary, essential here as else-where, is formation of

the National Committee. At this stage it would be best to say no
more than that there is great interest.

Malaysia—M.A.R.A. representatives with Malaysian High
Commission representatives visited A.C. in May last year and this
led to the first scholarship entry of four Malaysians last September.
A second visit to the College was paid in November; and
N.M.H. and | were taken out by M.A.R.A. to one of our best meals
in S.E. Asia in December.

On both visits to K.L. in 1971, we were received with great
courtesy and encouragement in the Departments of Education
and of Youth, Culture and Sport. The U.W.C.’s fit very well into
educational thinking in Malaysia and there seems little doubt that
Malaysia will continue ta.send, on scholarship, boys and girls to
any U.W.C. The Malaysians were particularly interested in the
Pacific College.

We discussed the proposed developments in Johore. The
Ministry of Education will, of course, require to be consulted fully
about the education to be given in that part of the S.E. Asia school.
This State Inspectorate function is exactly the same as we have
in Britain and is to be welcomed. We will get some very good
advice; and perhaps, instructions!

Singapore—The Singapore International School and United
World College of S.E. Asia also to be, is already a happy school,
750 strong with 35 nations represented and 150 boarders. It seems
to us a remarkable achievement by Meurig Owen and his staff,
over half of whom he engaged, to have taken over an Army School
and to have created such an effective educational community so
soon. Applications to join the school are beyond its capacity and
Mr. Roy Bennett and his Board of Governors, whose efforts have
made the whole enterprise possible, are already planning new
buildings.

It is no secret that many of the new staff in Singapore applied
for their posts partly through interest in the U.W.C. idea. We were




very encouraged by our discussions (and jungle trips) with them.
We knew that John David would rapidly integrate and we were
more than impressed with the standing and performance of the
four former students. It was a real pleasure to have lunch with
the former students and the other members of staff in the staff
dining room. They are gaining a fine reputation for ex A.C.
students. They are firmly members of staff and behave like staff,
and yet provide, through their youth, a valuable additional
communication link between staff and students. | hope they will
agree with me if | say also that | think that they have been wisely led
and generously accepted by the senior staff. Vikram Nehru was
for a time the only Economics teacher in the School. To us they
seemed years more mature already.

We must experiment also with the use of post University former
student volunteers of which there are many. Meurig Owen and
John David have asked for two of these next September. In later
years as Johore develops and more money is, hopefully, found |
trust that many more former students will be offered the
opportunity to volunteer for a year in this way and ‘cap’ their
U.W.C. student experience in positions of greater responsibility.

Including one visit on our spring stay in Singapore, we have now
made with S.1.S. staff, three preliminary approaches to the
finding of a jungle site, which will enable the S.I.S. to participate
in this great Johore jungle development project.

The involvement in Johore is planned by Meurig Owen and
John David to be mutual in the sense that the students may teach
English, swimming, life saving etc., to the young Malays of
families expected immediately to settle around the centre. The
Malays will teach us how to compete with the jungle, how to fish,
how 1o build in local style with local materials, and they will
expose our students to new ways of thinking and to different
standards.

Altogether, we can describe the situation in Singapore as one
of really exciting promise. We certainly have very able people
who will get on with the job and will develop new ideas.

Scholarships have been offered for three Singaporean
youngsters to join A.C. next September. The scholarships will be
administered by the Singaporean Public Service Commission.

Students’ Fund-raising Cruise under Sail—Our first entry students
are approaching thirty years of age; many are in their mid-twenties
and are reaching an age when they can be useful in the promotion
of United World Colleges. Former students, who feel that way,
are by far the most effective promoters of the project. They are
inhibited primarily by lack of funds. They need a regular income of
their own and it would be appropriate for them to raise it
themselves.

The idea of a sponsored fund raising cruise around the world
came to me as a result of some students pressing me to help them
sail around the world and observation of the R.N.L.I. borrowing
one of our boats to have sponsored for fund raising in last years
Cowes - Torquay power boat race.

I have suggested that each students' committee in each country
finds fifty people or businesses who would sponsor the cruise
at one Engiish penny per mile travelled. The maximum any one
individual or company would have to pay would thus be 1250
but the total receipts would be around £250,000. This money
should then be invested to give the former students an income of
£20,000 a year. An income of this size would enable former
students to operate their own promotion and other activities
entirely under their own control. In the long run this project should
be largely directed by former students and if they see it as | do, as
open ended, new colleges will still be being created at the turn
of the century and until every country in the world has one or
more of its own.

The response of students and former students to this
suggestion has been far more than encouraging and | am
continuing to look for a suitable ship for them. A large donation of
promotion money to initiate the cruise has been promised.

During the cruise there should be great opportunities for
publicity for the project and for its expansion.

The first year of the reign of (Uncle)

considerable innovation in the Unit,

Mr. John David abdicated at the end of
June and made for Singapore where he
is now directing studies at the new
U.W.C. and founding a new Beach
Rescue Unit; we wish him and

Vikram, Kurt and John every success
with the new Unit.

This year also saw the arrival of two
ex-students and extraordinary surfers,
Phil Lloyd and Pete Chapman, who are
supposed to be helping with the Unit
but actually spend most of their time
telling us what it was like in the good
old days.

We have also acquired two almost
new vans; another surfboat with
orange seats, yet!; an addition to the
north end of the maintenance shed,
which is at present used for the storage
of large empty boxes—it’s quite an
entrance for the gear store, anyway; a
KW?7 mould which has so far given

birth to three and a half canoes; vast
quantities of new helmets, spray covers
and life jackets; and four (disappearing)
anoraks.

inshore life boats

When we returned in August period the
most noticeable changes in |.L.B’s were
the absence of B3, gone to Souters yard
at Cowes to be fitted out for the
Cowes-Torquay-Cowes International
Powerboat Race, and the state of X8
and X11 after their exploits at St. Kilda.
August period this year saw mostly
bad weather and at 13.55 everyone would
gather round the radio to hear the
shipping forecast—there are warnings of
gales in sea areas . . .Lundy—no cross
channel trips today. In fact they were
few and far between. However, during
the “‘far between’’, the provost managed

to occupy us with knots and theory
lectures. But it passed all too quickly
and then along came the First Years and
the task of teaching them during project
week. The one consolation was that we
had someone to make our tea, even
though we had to defend it from Beach
Rescue. During project week we told
them how to come alongside, and pick up
paddles (and one of the crew of X19).
The week'’s instruction was highlighted
by a demonstration of the reel and line
drill by the Second Year instructors. At
the end, the First Years were selected
and formal training began.

The Flatholme and Steepholme
expedition in November highlighted
the term. This involved an inter-rescue-
service weekend camp on the islands,
and Lady Anne was used to assist
transportation.

The engine replacement programme
was brought forward to November so
that both X9 and X11 could have
complete lighting systems. X11 received
a new 50 hp Merc with electric start
(the first in the college), and with a
little persuasion X9 had a new 80 hp
Merc, which, despite Mr. Lipscombe'’s
computerised calculations, is more
economical to run than either of the
new 50’s.

The Christmas holidays produced
X21, the supposed replacement for X9.






Instead an ultra light 13 ft. boat with
curved bilges and deck was the result—
it will not replace X9.

The new developments in boat-design
at the College this year have been fewer
than normal because of the absence of
the Provost. However there are four
new boats: X18, the mini boat hull with
two tubes and a fifty horsepower Merc
(launched as “"Double Trouble™), X19,
seemingly a very good hull design by the
Provost, X20 the Kurt Arens class boat
built in Singapore and the Christmas
built X21.

X19 with a 50 hp engine proved to be
too powerful for one of its crew and
threw him out. As a punishment the
boat spent the next three months in the
Workshop emerging for the Christmas
goodwill trips to Flatholme, Breaksea
Lightship and Llantwit Major Coastguard
station to deliver some Christmas spirits.

The Unit joined forces with the [.L.B’s
to land a party of ten on Flatholme and
Steepholme to spend a weekend. This
venture proved to be very successful.

The programme of mock-
operations, which has already resulted
in two members of the unit constructing
a new Cliff Rescue stretcher, will be
extended as will instruction to the
Services and it is hoped to organise a
continuous re-testing of all students.
